TWICE ESCAPES
DEATH IN LEAP
OFF FERRYBOAT

Hyman Hurwitz of Chelsea
Saved from Being Crushed at
Slip and Drowning.

SECOND YOUTH AIDS RESCUE

In the sight of terrified passengers of
the ferryboat City of Malden as it
pulled into its Chelsea slip at 6:30 o’clock
last night, Hyman Hurwitz, 17 years old,
twice es-
caped death. He fell into the water and
only quick work by the captain in re-
versing the engines saved him from be-
ing crushed, while a daring rescue by
Ernest de Maro, 13 vears old, §9 Endi-
cott street, North end, just prevented
drowning_

There are no gates on these ferry-
boats, chalns strung across the ends of
the dock forming the only barrier fore
and aft between the passenger dock and
the boat’s edge. Sometimes men step
outside this chain as the boat pulls in
and without waiting for the boat to
do::k leap for the slip. Hyman did this
thing, apparently misjudged his distance
and dropped into the water between the
wharf piles and the oncoming boat.

“ Shouts rose to the pilot house. The
captain took in the situation and re-
versed. The big boat stopped and backed
just in time to avoid crushing Hyman
against the piles. He sank as the boat
swept back from him. His head ap-
peared again on the turbulent water,
churned white by the paddle wheels,
bobbed for a moment and then went
undaer. s
