INTO A PANIC

[Spectal Cable to The Herald.]

PARIS, Dec. #-Fire sericusly dam-
aged the St. Denis Eleciric Light &
Power station this evening, plunging
Paris half into darkmess and causing
vartious inconveniences to hundreds of
thovsands of Parisians. The fire start-
ed shortly before 6.oclock ané soon
spread to alar’nmg proportions despite
the efforts of an army of “firemen who
hurried to the scene on motor: eugines.

At 6:15 o'clock the underground refl-
way service cdme to an’ abrupt ‘stand-

to grow dimmer every second. At this
time every train was packed. Passen-
gers were asked to leave the tirains
where they had drawnup at the sta-
tions. This was an easy matter, but
as in many instances the iriins had
pulled up in the tunnel it was neces-
sary for the passengers: ¢ jump out
out the side of the tracks and walk
many hundreds of yards aiong the line.

At the Teeming Opera station, In the
heart of the city, there was great diffi-
culty in marshaling the frightened pas-
sengers to safety.

Meantime the grand boulevards were
bhalt in darkness, and some curious ef-
fects were noticed. For instance, while
the Avenue De L'Opera. which depends
for its supplr on an eleciric station not
affected by the fire, was brilliantly
lighted, the Piace De L’Opera was ai-
most in «darkness.
