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LOSING HEART.

Spanish Residents in- Cuba Dis-
gusted With War.‘__

Weyler's Barbaric Edicts Stili Be-
ing Carried Out by His
Heartless Troopers,

Gon, Campos Would Fight With Unclo Sam
—~Hc¢ Would Never Looge Cuba Without
a Contest With the United States—Amer-
ican Newspaper Correspondents Driven
Out — Armeninn Massacres Continue-—
Other News From Foreign Lands.

Washington, July 2.—Two important
letters fromm Cuba have just been re-
celved at the headquarters of the Cuban
revolutionary party in Washington.
They give details of several atrocious
offenses committed by the Spaniards,
and one of them reveals for the first
time the fact that cholera has appeared
among the Spanish troops at Matanzas,
The first letter says:

“The Infamous knife of the Spanish
government is continuing its work of
horrible butchery on the pacificos and
the prisoners of war. Hardly a day
passes that in the pits of the Laureles
in the Ceabanas fortress, sometimes
openly, at others clandestinely, a large
number of victims are not sacrificed by
the criminal policy of the Herod of the
Cubans. In the last few days two re-
pugnant and bloody assassinations have
been committed. Nine persons in the
district of Quivican were murdered by
Melquizo. The widows came to the pal-
ace to demand justice, but were not re-
ceived, and returned disconsolate. Two
wgeks ago in Virtudes, the ‘district of
Altemesa, six men, all married and hav-
ing families, were put to death for no
other crime than that of being Cubans.
But this is to be expected when the chief
of the Spanish forces is a bandit. He is.
called Muesa, a native of Biscay, who
has been in prison accused of theft. The
rest of the guerrillas arc of the same
kind.”

BODIES LEFT FOR VULTURES.

“After writing my last I have received
exact verslons of the assassinations at
Artemesa. Five bodies are still unburied
at the entrance of the plantation Santa
Cantalina de Ramos, being the prey of
vultures. The impression caused by this
inhuman butchery has been such that
many families are leaving for Guanajay.
Among the dead there appeared Carje-
tano Troncoso y Ortega, an esteemed
resident of the locality, known for his
honesty and obedience to law. He leaves
a young widow and three children. This
man left for Guanajay in search of a
carriage to take his family to that place.
He ordered his wife to go in a cart to the
store called Cayado, which 18 on the
trocha., She was to wait for him there,
and then they were to go together in the
carringe. She woited in vain, and finally
started for Guanajay by hcrself. In the
very same vehicle that she took for the
journey was the body of her husband.

“The Spaniards are losing heart. They
are convinced that they can make no
headway, and are fast leaving the
island. I mean the influential Spanish
merchants and well-to-do people.”

RECENT SKIRMISHES.

Havana, July 2.—Col. Moroto while re-
connoitering*at the plantation of Arco
Tris, province of Matanzas, had a skir-
mish with the insurgents under Lacret,
Sanguilly, and Ynglesito. The enemy
occupled a parapeted position, and the
firing lasted for three hours, at the end
of which time the insurgents retreated,
with a loss of ten killed and carried
away with them a number of wounded.

During sKirmishes which have re-
cently occurred in the provinces of Ha-
vana, Matanzas and Pinar del Rio the
insurgents lost fifteen killed and twenty
of the enemy, including twelve armed
men, have surrendered at different
points,

Colorels Sandoval and Albert have
combined their columns in the Ramon
district of the province of Santiago de
Cuba, and in a skirmish which followed
this movement the insurgents lost eight
killed, and retreated with many
woun led. -

A dispatch from Santa Clara an-
nounces the death there from yellow
fever of Maj. Isaac Garcia Vall. Col.
Molena is suffering from the same dis-
ease at Guanabacoa. Gen. Pin has ar-

DR. FRIEDMAN ACQUITTED.

Foremost Crhainal Lawyor in Berlin-—
Knew Secrets of Court Life.

Berlin, July 2.—Dr. Fritz Friedman,
formerly the foremost criminal lawyer
in Berlin, was acquitted of a charge of
embezzlement on which he has been ex-
tradited from Bordeaux, France. Dr.
Friedman was counsel for Lieut. von
Kotze, formerly court chamberlain in his
trial on charges of writing scandalous
anonymnus letters to many ladies and
gentlemen of the court circle here. Elther
by reason of connection with this trial,
or by some other means, Dr. Friedman
became possessed of letters in the high-
est degree compromising many high per-
sonages about the imperial court. His
continued threats to publish these
caused intense feeling in court circles.

SEEK TO KILL THE SHAH.

Peorsfan Ruler Barely Escapes tho Fate of
His Father.

Teheran, July 2.—An attempt \vas
made upon the life of the shah Saturday
in this city. The attempt was unsuccess-
ful, the would-be assassin being ar-
rested on the spot. Great excitement fol-
lowed the capture of the culprit, who, it
is believed, belongs to the Babist sect,
as did the murderer of the previous
shah.

Muzoffer-ed-Din  was enthroned on
May 3, two days after the assassination
of his father, at Fabriz, the capital of
the province over which .he had been

FATAL STING OF A MONSTER ANT,

Georgia Boy Is Stricken in a Cotton Field
- and Dles in Agony.

Chattanooga, Tenn., July 2.—Ben Har-
ris, the 18-year-old son of a farmer, was
baling cotton in a large fleld near Pond
Springs, Ga., when a laborer working
near him heard the boy give a wild
scream. The young man then ran a few
feet and sank to the ground, writhing
and screaming in agony. In ten minutes
the boy was dead.

An examination showed that Harrls
had been stung by a “bull ant,” as the
insect is called in that country. The ant
was found clinging to the swollen purple
ankle of the unfortunate lad and was se-
cured and preserved by David Hall, a
Chattanoogan, who was In the vicinity.
Mr, Hall said that “bull ants” are nu-
merous in the Pigeon wmountains, the
scene of young Harris’ death. They are
about an inch in length and have a
stinger which is fully half an inch long,
One other case i{s on record where the
bite of the insect proved fatal.

METEORITE FALLS IN EANBAS.

LEARNED IT IN THE JURY-ROOM,

Oklahoma Farmer Arrested for 3anu-
’ fucturing Bogus Money.

Wichita, Kan.,, July 1.—Walter N.,
Owens, a farmer of Oklahoma, was sen-
tenced Saturday to serve a term in the
penitentiary at Leavenworth for counter-
feiting. The case, t» some extent, is a
remarkable one. Previous to his arrest
he had always borne a good reputation.

Two years ago he was a juror in_the
United States court here and tried a
counterfeiter.

Owing to his good
reputation he made and passed a great
deal of spurious money before he was
detected.
